Make sure that the wall can take the weight of the products before undertaking the installation.

Carefully lower the seat back
into place (a “click” will heard).

CARE & MAINTENANCE

Do not stand on the seat or lid as this can cause damage.
As with all toilets seats: If you use bleaches and strong cleaners in the pan, do not leave the seat closed whilst the cleaner acts on the 
pan– the fumes from bleaches & cleaners may destroy and/or discolour the finish on the seat.

Attention: Be careful the damage of toilet seat. Don't stand on the toilet seat, overloading may lead to toilet seat 
crushing or hinges broken.

Please clean the toilet seat with mild cleanser (such as soap
water) and warm water, then dry it with clean soft cloth.
