Make sure that the wall can take the weight of the products before undertaking the installation.

Fittings, when over tightened can create stress within the basin material which may in time cause the failure of the product.
Care should also be taken when fitting a tap and waste to the basin in order to prevent similar stress related failures. Waste
fittings should be carefully bedded in silicone and the back nut hand tightened; an additional quarter turn using a suitable
spanner is sufficient to create the required watertight seal.

Before attaching the seat, move the mounting base so that
the posts align with holes in the back of the seat. Once
aligned,carefully lower the seat (holes) onto the mounting
post.

To remove the seat press the quick release button and lift off.
Tip: The diagram is for reference only. Some seats feature
two-button release; while some seats feature one-button

release.

Once satisfied with the position, fully tighten the screws.

NOTE:

When mounting the seat make sure the posts align with the holes in the back of the seat. Carefully lower the seat back
into place (a “click” will heard).



CARE & MAINTENANCE

Do not stand on the seat or lid as this can cause damage.
As with all toilets seats: If you use bleaches and strong cleaners in the pan, do not leave the seat closed whilst the cleaner acts on the

pan- the fumes from bleaches & cleaners may destroy and/or discolour the finish on the seat.

Don't stand on the toilet seat, overloading may lead to toilet seat
crushing or hinges broken.
